MAGNET HONOR CODE

CHEATING is using other people’s information as one’s own.  This conduct is unacceptable at Palm Beach Gardens High School where both administration and faculty expect each student to try to do his/her best and to ask for help from the faculty if it is needed.

The following offenses will be considered cheating:

1. Having a “cheat sheet” in one’s possession 

2. Copying from another student’s paper during a test or homework or other assignment

3. Talking during a test

4. Plagiarism

5. Having a cell phone or any other prohibited electronic device accessible during an assignment or assessment

6. A student giving information will be considered as guilty of cheating as the student receiving the information

The teacher will notify the student as soon as cheating is discovered.

FIRST OFFENSE

1. The Magnet Coordinator will be notified of the infraction immediately.

2. A grade of zero will be given for the test, homework or assignment, and the student will not be allowed to make up the work.

3. If the infraction includes a test, homework or other assignments, the teacher will keep the paper(s) of the student(s) involved in the cheating incident.

4. The student’s parent/guardian will be called and notified of the infraction immediately.

5. The teacher will notify sponsors of those student groups where in good character is a stipulation for continued membership.

6. If the offense involves cheating on a test or some other major assignment, a Probation Letter from the Five Star Magnet Program will be given to the student by the coordinator.  The student will sign the letter and take home for parent/guardian signature.  The letter must be returned the following day.  Failure to return the signed Probation Letter will result in dismissal from the Five Star Magnet Program.  Dismissed students are expected to attend their home school.

SECOND OFFENSE

1. All of the above steps for the first offense will be repeated.

2. If the offense involves a homework or classwork assignment, Probation Letter from the Five Star Magnet Program will be given to the student by the coordinator.  The student will sign the letter and take home for parent/guardian signature.  The letter must be returned the following day.  Failure to return the signed Probation Letter will result in dismissal from the Five Star Magnet Program.  Dismissed students are expected to attend their home school.

OUT-OF-SCHOOL SUSPENSION

FIRST OFFENSE

If a student receives an out-of-school suspension at Palm Beach Gardens High School, the student will be placed on Probation.  The Magnet Coordinator will give a Probation Letter from the Magnet Program to the student.  The student will sign the letter and take the letter home for parent/guardians signature.  The letter must be returned the following day.  Failure to return the signed Probation Letter will result in dismissal from the Five Star Magnet Program.  The Magnet Coordinator reserves the right to exit students from the magnet program on the first suspendable offense in the case of an egregious infraction.

SECOND OFFENSE

If a student receives a second out-of-school suspension, the student will be dismissed from the Five Star Magnet Program at Palm Beach Gardens High School.

The Magnet Coordinator will keep track of student out-of-school suspensions.  These infractions will be cumulative in all classes during the four-year program.
